ORDINANCE NO. 10909

AN ORDINANCE CLOSING AND ABANDONING A PORTION OF EAST 18TH STREET, A PORTION OF KERR STREET, WEBSTER ALLEY, AND AN UNNAMED ALLEY, MORE PARTICULARLY DESCRIBED HEREIN AND AS SHOWN ON PLAT ATTACHED HERETO AND MADE A PART HEREOF BY REFERENCE, SUBJECT TO CERTAIN CONDITIONS.



SECTION 1.  BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE, That there be and is hereby closed and abandoned a portion of East 18th Street, a portion of Kerr Street, Webster Alley, and an unnamed alley, more particularly described herein and as shown on plat attached hereto and made a part hereof by reference:

East 18th Street, a 30 foot wide right-of-way beginning on the southeast line of Baldwin Street 365.08 feet northeast of the northeast line of East 19th Street, thence northeast 80 feet with Baldwin Street, thence southeast 35.25 feet, thence southeast 175 feet to the northwest line of Webster Alley, thence southwest 30 feet with Webster Alley, thence northwest 175 feet, thence on a curve having a radius of 25 feet a distance of 39.21 feet to the southeast line of Baldwin Street, the point of beginning.

A portion of East 18th Street, a 30 foot wide right-of-way, beginning on the northwest line of Kerr Street 350 feet northeast of the northeast line of East 19th Street, and extending northwest 50 feet between parallel lines to the northwest line of Webster Alley.

The southeast 5 feet of Kerr Street right-of-way, being a 50 foot wide right-of-way, beginning on the southwest line of East 18th Street, and extending southwest 350 feet between parallel lines to the northeast line of East 19th Street.  Said part of street borders the northwest line of lots 8-14, block 3, Boyce Amended Addition, plat book 5, page 10, ROHC.

Webster Alley, a 10 foot wide alleyway beginning on the northeast line of East 18th Street 40 feet northwest of the northwest line of Kerr Street, and extending northeast between parallel lines to the southwest line of Rossville Avenue.

A 10 foot wide alleyway beginning on the southwest line of East 18th Street 120 feet northwest of the northwest line of Washington Street, and extending southwest 350 feet between parallel lines.  Said alley separates lots 1-7, block 3, from lots 8-14, block 3, Boyce Amended Addition, plat book 5, page 10, ROHC.

Tax Map No. 145M-H-1, 12, 13, 18, and 22, and 145M-J-5 and 8, as shown on the attached map.



SECTION 2.  BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, That this abandonment shall be subject to the following conditions:


1.
An easement for water line(s) is retained; and


2.
The following conditions: 



a)
The 40’ right-of-way for the construction of a new portion of 17th Street will be dedicated;



b)
Three (3) telephone poles will be relocated;



c)
A 100’ cul-de-sac will be built at 18th and Kerr Street;



d)
Widening of 18th Street between Kerr and Washington Streets by acquiring an additional seven (7) feet of right-of-way from Mountain View Ford, moving fence and granting five (5) feet back to Mountain View Ford along Kerr Street from 18th Street to 19th Street;



e)
Construction of a new radius on the southwest corner of 18th Street at Washington Street;



f)
The traffic island in Washington Street will have a cut to accommodate a left turn onto 18th Street; 



g)
Replatting property to show the closed 18th Street right-of-way, the new 17th Street right-of-way, the abandoned alleyways, the new cul-de-sac at 18th Street and Kerr Street, and the new 18th Street right-of-way (said plat shall combine properties to eliminate all internal lot lines); and



h)
Retaining the alley right-of-way adjoining the proposed East 17th Street.



SECTION 3.  BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, That this Ordinance shall be effective two (2) weeks from and after its passage as provided by law.
