A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING GOLDEN GALLON, INC. TO USE TEMPORARILY THE CITY’S RIGHT-OF-WAY AT THE INTERSECTION OF GUNBARREL AND EAST BRAINERD ROADS FOR DRILLING TWO (2) WATER QUALITY MONITORING WELLS AT SAID LOCATION, SUBJECT TO CERTAIN CONDITIONS. 



BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE, That Golden Gallon, Inc. (hereinafter referred to as “Temporary User”), be and is hereby permitted to use temporarily the City’s right-of-way at the intersection of Gunbarrel and East Brainerd Roads for drilling two (2) water quality monitoring wells:



BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That said temporary usage shall be subject to the following conditions:



1.
Temporary User shall execute the Indemnification Agreement attached hereto in favor of the City of Chattanooga, its officers, agents and employees for any and all claims for damages for injuries to persons or property related to or arising out of the temporary usage.



2.
Temporary User agrees to vacate the property and temporary use upon reasonable notice from the City to do so.



3.
Temporary User shall provide adequate access for maintenance of any utilities located within the easement.



4.
Temporary User shall abandon the wells after satisfactory completion of usage as determined by the Tennessee Department of Environment and Conservation.  Each of the wells will be grouted from the bottom to top with a mixture of Portland cement and powdered bentonite and the surface restored to its original condition as reasonably as possible.

INDEMNIFICATION AGREEMENT


This Indemnification Agreement is entered into by and between THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE (hereinafter the “City”), and GOLDEN GALLON, INC. (hereinafter “Temporary User”), this    28th    day of      September     , 1999.



For and in consideration of the granting of the temporary use of the City’s right-of-way at the intersection of Gunbarrel and East Brainerd Roads for drilling two (2) water quality monitoring wells, and for other good and valuable consideration, the receipt of which is hereby acknowledged, Temporary User agrees as follows:



1.
Temporary User will defend, indemnify, and hold harmless the City of Chattanooga, Tennessee, its officers, agents and employees from any and all claims for damages for injuries to persons or property related to or arising out of the afore-mentioned temporary use.



2.
Temporary User will vacate the property and temporary use upon reasonable notice from the City to do so; the parties hereto agree that “reasonable notice” shall be deemed to be nine (9) months.  Temporary User will restore the property to its original condition when it is returned to the City.



3.
Temporary User will provide adequate access for maintenance of any utilities located within the easement.



4.
Temporary User shall abandon the wells after satisfactory completion of usage as determined by the Tennessee Department of Environment and Conservation.  Each of the wells will be grouted from the bottom to top with a mixture of Portland cement and powdered bentonite and the surface restored to its original condition as reasonably as possible.
