RESOLUTION NO. 22395

A RESOLUTION ADOPTING THE RECOMMENDED GROWTH PLAN PROPOSED BY THE HAMILTON COUNTY COORDINATING COMMITTEE ON DECEMBER 28, 1999.

WHEREAS, Public Chapter 1101 of the Tennessee Public Acts of 1998 requires that all Tennessee Counties develop a twenty (20) year plan for growth and development; and

WHEREAS, all municipalities within Hamilton County, including the City of Chattanooga, have submitted proposed Urban Growth Boundaries which have been considered by the Hamilton County Coordinating Committee; and 

WHEREAS, each local government within Hamilton County and the Hamilton County Coordinating Committee have held two (2) public meetings on proposed growth and development in accordance with Public Chapter 1101; and

WHEREAS, the Hamilton County Coordinating Committee has considered the proposals of all municipalities within Hamilton County and the Hamilton County government and adopted the attached recommended growth plan in accordance with Public Chapter 1101 on December 28, 1999; and 

WHEREAS, the Hamilton County Coordinating Committee has recommended Urban Growth Boundaries, Planned Growth Areas and Rural Areas for Hamilton County, Tennessee over the next twenty (20) years as indicated on the attached recommended growth plan; and

WHEREAS, the Hamilton County Coordinating Committee has recommended, in conjunction with the Growth Plan, that municipalities and County government also sign an Interlocal Agreement providing that cities may only annex territory within their Urban Growth Boundaries for three (3) years after the effective date of this recommended Growth Plan by petition of residents desiring to be annexed or by referendum of the people who reside in the territory proposed for annexation and the people residing within the municipality desiring to annex an area; and 

WHEREAS, pursuant to Public Chapter 1101, each municipal government has an opportunity to ratify or reject this recommended Plan within one hundred twenty (120) days from the receipt of the Plan.

NOW, THEREFORE,

BE IT RESOLVED THAT THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE, does hereby adopt the attached Proposed Growth Plan recommended by the Hamilton County Coordinating Committee in its resolution dated December 28, 1999, to the extent that all terms and conditions of the recommended Urban Growth Plan are found to be legally and constitutionally permissible by a Court of competent jurisdiction and/or by any State mediator appointed to resolve disputes in accordance with Public Chapter 1101.  The City Council further authorizes the Office of the City Attorney to draft and prepare any Interlocal Agreements with Hamilton County and other municipalities concerning limitations on annexation in accordance with the recommendation of the Hamilton County Coordinating Committee provided that such conditions are found to be legally permissible by a Court of competent jurisdiction and/or by any State mediator appointed to resolve disputes in accordance with Public Chapter 1101.  

If any provisions of the Resolution of the Hamilton County Coordinating Committee recommending the Urban Growth Plan are found to be illegal or in conflict with applicable law by a Court of competent jurisdiction or by a Tennessee State mediator appointed pursuant to Public Chapter 1101, the validity of the remaining provisions of the Resolution of the Hamilton County Coordinating Committee and by the Chattanooga City Council shall not be affected by such provisions.
