A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE CHIEF OF POLICE TO APPLY FOR TWO GRANTS FROM THE TENNESSEE OFFICE OF CRIMINAL JUSTICE PROGRAMS, EDWARD BYRNE MEMORIAL GRANT PROGRAM, IN A TOTAL AMOUNT NOT TO EXCEED ONE HUNDRED SIXTY-FIVE THOUSAND DOLLARS ($165,000.00) FOR THE PURPOSES SPECIFIED HEREIN, WHICH, IF AWARDED, WILL REQUIRE LOCAL MATCHING FUNDS OF ONE THIRD OF THE GRANT FUNDS AWARDED.



BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE, That the Chief of Police be and is hereby authorized to apply for two grants from the Tennessee Office of Criminal Justice Programs, Edward Byrne Memorial Grant Program, covering a three-year period in a total amount not to exceed $165,000.00, which, if awarded, will require local matching funds of one third of the grant funds awarded, for the following purposes:


(1)
Crime Prevention – Code Violations ($40,000 per year in grant funds per year with matching City funds of $13,333 per year); and



(2)
Crime Prevention – Explorer Post ($15,000 per year in grant funds per year with matching City funds of $5,000 per year).
