A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE CHIEF OF POLICE TO APPLY FOR AND ACCEPT A THREE-YEAR BYRNE MEMORIAL GRANT FROM THE OFFICE OF CRIMINAL JUSTICE PROGRAMS IN NASHVILLE IN AN AMOUNT NOT TO EXCEED FIFTEEN THOUSAND DOLLARS ($15,000.00) PER YEAR AND AUTHORIZING THE REQUIRED LOCAL MATCHING FUNDS FROM THE CITY IN THE AMOUNT OF FIVE THOUSAND DOLLARS ($5,000.00) PER YEAR.


BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE, That the Chief of Police be and is hereby authorized to apply for and accept a three-year Byrne Memorial Grant from the Office of Criminal Justice Programs in Nashville in an amount not to exceed $15,000.00 per year and authorizing the required local matching funds in the amount of $5,000.00 each year, to be spent on the Hispanic Citizens Police Academy.  This program is to improve the knowledge of Local Policing among the members of Chattanooga’s Hispanic community.
